About Backups

Before scheduling a Backup of your Host, you need to first create a Disk
Safe. By default, you will be asked to create a Disk Safe after adding a new
Host.

You can check the status of a Backup Task on the Global Task History page.

The Disk Safe Browser lists all Disk Safes, Devices, and Incrementals.

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Backup Rotation Policies

Each scheduled Backup Task can have an associated Rotation Policy. This
policy is defined when creating the Task or changed by editing the Backup
Task.

When defining a Backup Task, you can specify how many Incrementals to
keep. If this feature is enabled when the Backup Task finishes, it will launch a
Rotation Policy Task. The Rotation Policy Task will look at all other
Incremental Backups created by the same Scheduled Task and delete the
oldest Incrementals until only the last X Incrementals remain as defined in the
Backup Task.

Note: A locked Incremental will be skipped by the Rotation Policy and will
remain a part of the Disk Safe until it is unlocked. Read more in Locking
Incremental Disk Images.

Rotation Policies can be defined based on the following Recurrence:

Minutely
Hourly
Daily
Weekly
Monthly

Backup Rotation Policy Examples

e Hourly - If you define a Backup Task with a Hourly Recurrence called
Hourly and specify only the last 24 Incrementals to be kept, then every
time a Backup is taken the oldest Incrementals will be deleted until there
are only 24 left. Only Incrementals created by the Scheduled Task
described as Hourly will be counted in those 24 and be eligible to be
deleted.

« Daily - If you define a Backup Task with a Daily Recurrence called Daily
and specify only the last 7 Incrementals to be kept, then every time a
Backup is taken the oldest Incrementals will be deleted until there are only
7 left. Only Incrementals created by the Scheduled Task described as
Daily will be counted in those 7 and be eligible to be deleted.
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Devices

A Device is what is backed up. Righteous Backup refers to a Host’s hard
Disks, Partitions, and other Volumes where file systems can be mounted as
Devices. Righteous Backup can backup any Device with a supported file
system.

Creating Backups
Follow the instructions below to create a Backup in your CDP Server System.

1. Open the Web browser that is connected to the CDP Server Web Interface
and log in.

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2. Click on the “Hosts” tab on the Main Menu to access the "Hosts" page.

Note: The "Hosts" page typically loads automatically after you log in.
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3. Select the Host by clicking on the appropriate Host Name link in the "Host
Name" column. Or you can click on the corresponding "Open" link under the
"Actions" column.

Note: To find a Host, you can use the Host List Filter (New Feature in
Version 2).
