Assumptions 

To complete the upgrade procedures detailed in this Upgrade Guide you will 
need the following: 

• The Host Name or IP Address of the Linux-based CDP Server, which you 
will upgrade from version 1x to 2x. 

• Administrative privileges for the Linux CDP Server. 

Additionally, it is assumed that: 

• The CDP Server software (something similar to CDP-Server-Stand-Alone-
linux32-2.3.1.run) has been copied to the Linux system that will be 
upgraded.

Upgrading the Linux CDP Server 

This section will provide basic instructions for upgrading the Linux CDP 
Server.

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About the Server 

The CDP Linux CDP Server is the portion of the Backup service that runs on 
the Linux-based system. It does not require GUI (X Window system) to run 
and can be installed on the Linux server with text-mode interface only. The 
CDP Server manages the Backup related workload on the server-side. The 
server-side Tasks include: 

• Web-based administration interface 
• Managing Backup Tasks 
• Initiating file restores and disaster recoveries 
• Managing Quotas 
• Adding Hosts and Users 

The server communicates with the Linux-based Host system by running the 
Backup Agent via a network connection. 
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Upgrading the Server 

To upgrade the Linux CDP Server, you should use the same installer 
package as for installing the server on the clean Linux machine. The server 
installer is a Linux console application, so it can be started in a remote SSH 
session, in a GUI terminal window (such as Konsole in KDE), or on the Linux 
text console. To upgrade the server, perform the following steps: 

1. Establish an SSH connection to the Linux server or log in on the text Linux 
console. You should either log in as root, or obtain root permissions after log 
in via su or sudo command. 

2. Navigate to the directory where you saved the CDP server installation file. 
The installer will be named similar to the following:  

CDP-Server-Stand-Alone-linux32-2.3.2.run 

3. Execute the file by typing sh, followed by the file name.  

Example: sh CDP-Server-Stand-Alone-linux32-2.3.2.run.  

4. On the welcome screen press "Next." On the second screen also press 
"Next." 

 

5. The next screen will display the "R1Soft End User License Agreement." 
Read it to the end and press "Next" accordingly. 
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Note: If you see a warning about RAM size being too little, ignore it and 
press "Next."  

6. If the CDP Server version 1x is currently running, the next screen will warn 
you that the server is running and prompt you to stop it. Press "Yes."  

 

9. The next screen will display the directory where the server will be installed. 
It is safe to accept the following default value:  

/usr/r1soft/buserver 
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Alternatively, you can enter another directory if needed. Choose the directory 
and press "Yes." 

 

10. The upgrade process will start. When the process is complete, a 
successful message will be displayed and you can proceed with starting the 
CDP server. Select "Yes" or "No" accordingly. 

 

11. The installation program will terminate and show you the full path to 
uninstall the program. 
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Note: The first number of the installer naming convention is the major 
release number, followed by the minor release number, and lastly, the 
build number.

Accessing the Web Interface 

1. When the Linux CDP Server upgrade is complete, you can log in to the 
server via the web interface.  

 

2. After the upgrade, all of the Hosts and corresponding Backups will remain 
the same. 

The general layout of the web interface is the same, but the following two (2) 
aspects have been updated:  

• Control Panel and MySQL Icons - These new icons on the "Hosts" 
page allow you to easily distinguish server 2x from server 1x.  

• Description - The "Description" field has been added to the "Hosts" 
page. This field was not in version 1x. During the upgrade, this field is 
given the same value as the "Host Name" field, but you can change it 
as needed. 

You can continue to use the Linux CDP Server in the same way as you did 
before the upgrade.
