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Assumptions 

To complete the installation procedures detailed in this Getting Started 
Guide you will need the following: 

• The Host Names or IP Addresses of the Linux Host(s), as well as 
the Linux-based CDP Server. 

• Administrative privileges for the Linux CDP Server, as well as each 
of the Linux Hosts that will be using the services of the CDP Server. 

Note: You can use any possible backup scheme. For example, you can use 
a setup where you have two (2) CDP Servers backing up the same CDP 
Agent on a different schedule. The local CDP Server may perform Backups 
hourly and the remote server may perform Backups weekly. 

Additionally, it is assumed that: 

• The CDP Server software (something similar to CDP-Server-Stand-
Alone-linux32-2.8.2.run) has been copied to the Linux system that 
will be used as the dedicated CDP Server. 

• The CDP Agent software (something similar linux-agent-32-1.46.5-
generic.run) has been copied to each of the Linux Host systems 
that will be using the backup utilities. 

Note: Linux CDP Server can backup both Linux and Windows Hosts 
(Agents). For Windows Hosts, you will need something similar to windows-
agent-1.14.0.exe copied to each of the Windows Host Systems. 
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Obtaining the Software 

The software for Linux CDP Server 2.8.x can be obtained via direct 
download from the Righteous Software website at 
http://download.r1soft.com. To download the software, perform the following 
steps: 

1. Go to http://download.r1soft.com. 

2. Locate the "CDP Server" product group. 

 

3. Click on the "Stable" link for the Linux product to download its stable 
release.  

 

4. On the "Stable Release Downloads" page, select the most recent version. 
The version number is displayed in the "Version" column. The release date 
is displayed in the "Date" column. The most recent versions are displayed at 
the top of the list. 
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Note: The first number of the installer naming convention is the major 
release number, followed by the minor release number, and lastly, the build 
number. 

Note: You can view the release notes by clicking on the "View Change Log" 
icon corresponding to the appropriate version. 

 

5.  To download, click on the "Linux 32-bit (x86) or 64-bit (x86_64/AMD64)" 
link. 

Note: This version is built as a 32-bit binary, but will run on 64-bit 
Hardware/OS. 
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Note: Download the same file for both 32-bit and 64-bit Linux. To install 
R1Soft server on 64-bit Linux distribution, you need: (1) support for 32-bit 
executable files emulation compiled into the kernel and (2) 32-bit versions of 
base system libraries installed. Read more on this topic in kb.r1soft.com. 

Note: If your Linux installation does not provide any x-windows interface, 
you can use the Linux wget command or a similar utility to download the 
necessary file.  

Example:  
wget http://download.r1soft.com/d/server/2.8.2-linux32/CDP-Server-Stand-
Alone/installer/CDP-Server-Stand-Alone-linux32-2.8.2.run  

The following screen shot shows the result after running this command. 

 

6. Click on the "Back" button to return to the software list. 
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7. The following product should be downloaded: 

For both 32-bit and 64-bit systems: 

• File name - CDP-Server-Stand-Alone-linux32-2.8.2.run
