Assumptions

To complete the installation procedures detailed in this Getting Started
Guide you will need the following:

e The Host Names or IP addresses of the Windows Host(s), as well as
the Windows-based CDP Server.

« Administrative privileges for the Windows CDP Server, as well as
each of the Windows Hosts that will be using the services of the CDP
Server.

Note: You can use any possible Backup scheme. For example, you can use
a setup where you have two (2) CDP Servers backing up the same CDP
Agent on a different schedule. The local CDP Server may perform Backups
hourly and the remote server may perform Backups weekly.

Additionally, it is assumed that:

e The CDP Server software (something similar to CDP-Server-Stand-
Alone-win32-2.8.2.exe or CDP-Server-Stand-Alone-win64-2.8.2.exe)
has been copied to the Windows system that will be used as the
dedicated CDP Server.

e The CDP Agent software (something similar to windows-agent-win32-
1.14.0.exe) has been copied to each of the Windows Host systems
that will be using the Backup utilities.

Note: Windows CDP Server can work with both Windows and Linux Hosts
(Agents). For Linux Hosts, you will need something similar to linux-agent-
32-1.46.5-generic.run copied to each of the Linux Host Systems.
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Obtaining the Software

The software for Windows CDP Server 2.8.x can be obtained via direct
download from the Righteous Software website at
http://download.rlsoft.com. To download the software, perform the following
steps:

1. Go to http://download.r1lsoft.com.

2. Locate the "CDP Server" product group.
